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In an effort led by Burlington City Arts, the City 
has received a $50,000 grant from the National 
Endowment for the Arts to 
develop a master plan for City 
Hall Park.  The goal of the 
grant is to identify ways that 
City Hall Park’s vitality and 
livability can be enhanced 
through long-term planning. 

Also involved in obtaining this 
important grant was the 
Community and Economic

Development Office, Parks and Recreation Depart-
ment, Burlington Business Association, Flynn Center 

for the Performing Arts, 
Merchants Bank, Preserca-
tion Trust of Vermont, and 
the King Street Youth Cen-
ter. 

Burlington City Arts will 
begin with a public engage-
ment process to invite in-
put on the community’s 
vision for City Hall Park. 

The 2011 Volunteering in America 
report lists the Burlington area 
8th among 75 comparable cities 
in the area of volunteerism. The 
Volunteering In America report is a 
partnership between the Corpo-
ration for National and Commu-

nity Service, the U.S. Census Bureau, and the Bu-
reau for Labor Statistics to collect volunteering data 
annually through the Current Population Survey’s 
(CPS) Supplement on Volunteering.  

The report covers 2007-2010 and shows the Bur-
lington area with a Volunteer Rate of 37.7%, com-
pared to 36.5% nationally, and 42 volunteer hours 
per resident annually, compared to 34.1 hours na-
tionally. 

Burlington’s volunteerism has been supported in 
many ways  by the City’s VISTA program. This past 

year, CEDO VISTAs recruited 842 volunteers who 
performed 10,464 hours of service.  Over the 17 
years of the city's VISTA program, members recruited 
tens of thousands of volunteers statewide!

the solutions to a stalled economy, 
not a cause.  Reduced investment in 
America risks derailing what is al-
ready a difficult national economic 
recovery.   

Raising revenues would have sig-
naled a willingness to shore up the 
nation’s infrastructure, support peo-
ple’s needs, and create forward mo-
mentum for residents and businesses 
alike.  Instead, the threat of the debt 
ceiling was used to further conserva-
tive political and economic inter-
ests, but not the public interest.  

These decisions will have an impact 
on Burlington and other cities across 
the country.  Federal cutbacks inev-
itably pressure local resources when 
cities and local agencies & organiza-
tions are forced to fill the gaps.
