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Fire Damages Old North End Apartment Building.

Late last night at 23:34 hours, the Burlington Fire Department responded to a 911 call for a reported apartment fire at 72 Murray St/ 155 North St.  Firefighters arrived on scene in less than three minutes and observed, flames flickering in a second floor window.  Crews entering the building encountered floor to ceiling black smoke on the second floor, of the seven unit building.  Firefighters were able to quickly contain and extinguish a second floor bedroom fire, in Apartment #6.  However, the apartment suffered substantial smoke damage. Ten residents were temporarily displaced by the fire. 
The smoke and fire damage was limited to Apartment #6.  The tenant, who was alerted to the fire by his activated smoke alarms, was able to self evacuate prior to the fire departments arrival. There were no injuries. 

The Burlington Fire Marshal’s Office investigated the fire and determined that the accidental fire was caused by the improper disposal of smoking materials that came in contact with bedding. 

The tenant, David Wagner, has received temporary housing support from the American Red Cross. He is not insured. All other tenants were able to return to their apartments this morning.  The seven unit apartment building is owned by BPJS Management LLC of Burlington and is insured.  The property is valued at $284,400, and sustained an estimated $10,000 in damages. 
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
