FIREWORKS REGULATIONS IN BURLINGTON
As July 3-4 approaches, the Burlington Fire Marshal’s Office has been receiving a number of inquiries about what fireworks are allowed in the State of Vermont. 

 

The State of Vermont and City of Burlington has limited sparklers to less than 14 inches long with no more than 20 grams of pyrotechnic mixture and novelty sparkling items limited to snakes, party poppers, glow worms, smoke devices, string poppers, snappers, or drop pops with no more than 0.25 grains of explosive mixture, that are in compliance with United States Consumer Product Safety Commission regulations. 

 

No fireworks of any type are allowed in City Parks, Campgrounds or Beaches. (Burlington Code of Ordinances 22-11).
It is expected that more than 30,000 persons will again attend the waterfront event.  With this number of people on the waterfront, crowds can be shoulder to shoulder and crowd management can be a challenge.  We ask that people do not bring sparklers or dogs to the event.  
Sparklers, which are a popular 4th of July item, can burn at 1800 - 2000 degrees and have caused severe burns.  There are several incidents each year at the Burlington fireworks celebration, often involving small children sustaining burns when grabbing sparklers which appear to be out. Leave the sparklers at home as the city will provide a much larger show at dusk.

Dogs are welcome visitors in the city, but may be a challenge in large crowds of people. In addition, the sounds of the fireworks aren’t a healthy atmosphere to expose your dog to.  According to veterinarian Dr. Steven Metz, dogs can become panicked and hurt themselves, hurt others, or become lost.  “It is absolutely not a suitable place to bring your dog.”
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
