GRANT APPLICATION TO THE U.S. DEPARTMENT OF

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Chittenden County Homeless Alliance (“the Alliance”) is a coalition of individuals, organizations and governmental entities who support a vision of safe, decent, affordable and stable housing for all; and

WHEREAS, the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) requires each community to come together to submit a single comprehensive Continuum of Care (CoC) application for federal grant funding for permanent supportive housing, transitional housing, support services and planning for homeless households in Chittenden County; and

WHEREAS, early in 2012, the City of Burlington, through its Community and Economic Development Office (CEDO) took over as the Lead Agency for these grants and therefore, this year is the first occasion for the City to submit the CoC grant application; and 
WHEREAS, the deadline for the application is January 18, 2013 and there is $968,657 of renewed funding for which HUD is asking to budget a 3.5% cut; and

WHEREAS, the Alliance seeks $47,535 in additional grant funding for planning and permanent housing bonus projects for homeless households in Chittenden County.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes the Mayor or his designee through CEDO to submit the CoC grant application and any additional documents in furtherance of the application as described herein. 
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
