Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Division of Property Valuation and Review of the State of Vermont Department of Taxes (PVR) determined on December 12, 2012 that the City’s equalized education property value (EEPV) for 1/1/2013 is set at $3,867,036,000; and

WHEREAS the PVR determined in December, 2012 that the City’s Common Level of Appraisal (CLA) is set at 89.47%; and

WHEREAS, the City Assessor believes that the transfer of a commercial apartment located at 250 South Union Street should be removed from the Certified Sales Report because it was not marketed and was purchased by a family friend, and thus the EEPV and CLA should be recalculated; and

WHEREAS, the City Council received and accepted the State’s communication concerning the setting of the EEPV and CLA at its December 17, 2012 meeting, but did not specifically act on it; and

WHEREAS, the City had to appeal the determination within thirty (30) days of its issuance; and

WHEREAS, on December 14, 2012, Joan Shannon as City Council President signed a letter to the State Tax Department appealing the determination as outlined above;

NOW, THEREFORE, the City Council hereby authorizes the appeal of PVR’s determination as outlined above and ratifies the signature and any other actions taken or required by President Shannon to perfect that appeal. 
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
