SUMMARY OF LAND ACQUISITION PROGRAM
Burlington International Airport has been acquiring property in support of airport operations since 1921.  Voluntary purchase and removal of residential units in noise impacted areas was initiated in 1992 as the result of FAA approved Noise Exposure Maps (NEM) and Noise Compatibility Programs (NCP). Federal Fiscal Year 2012 Airport Improvement Program (AIP) Grants total $9,599,000 in AIP noise funds for 24 property acquisitions (1 property in December, 2012 with the remainder in CY2013.  This is the fifth and final year of the 5 year accelerated program to move the program forward to aid residents who have been on waiting list.

Future land acquisition program is proposed at much lower level with  concentration on priority acquisitions of core noise impacted properties adjacent to the terminal area where residents either requested to be in further out years or have not come forward to become part of the program. Again, program will remain strictly voluntary.
