ALTERNATES ON THE CITY REDISTRICTING COMMITTEE

In the year Two Thousand Thirteen………………………………………………………………………
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the City Council passed a resolution expanding the Redistricting Committee on January 28, 2012 from a composition of City Councilors and the Mayor to a composition of City Councilors, the Mayor and representatives from each of the Wards selected by the Neighborhood Planning Assemblies (NPAs); and
WHEREAS, Wards 2 and 4 will have a total of one representative serving on the Redistricting Committee; and
WHEREAS, every other Ward will have two representatives serving on the Redistricting Committee based on the City Councilor and/or Mayor’s “home” Ward who are already serving on the Committee and the addition of the NPA representative; and
WHEREAS, the absence of a representative at Redistricting Committee meetings for any unforeseeable reason raises issues of under-representation in decision-making and deliberations, especially for Wards 2 and 4; and
WHEREAS, the NPAs had a total of 20 days from passage of the Redistricting Committee's proposal (Jan. 8, 2013) until City Council passage of the proposal (Jan. 28, 2013) to properly vet the proposal and discover potential challenges;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that absent NPA Ward representatives to the Redistricting Committee may be represented by a proxy (alternate) with full decision-making rights as long as that representative's respective NPA so chooses to elect such a proxy (alternate).
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
