That
WHEREAS, the City Council has adopted a pilot program to review its commission and board appointment process; and 


WHEREAS, the City Council encourages and supports more diversity on City boards and commissions in terms of gender, race, ethnicity, age, socio-economic status and profession; and

WHEREAS, City Councilors who are leaving office may be perceived as having an unjust advantage in applying for open seats on commissions or boards;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that no City Councilor who leaves office may apply for a seat on any board or commission for a period of one year from vacating his/her Council seat unless s/he is the only applicant for the seat.
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
