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SURVEY TO DETERMINE IF COMMISSIONS AND BOARDS

That
WHEREAS, the City Council greatly values and appreciates the importance of the city’s boards and commissions to the governance of the city and the dedication, commitment, time and energy that all board members and commissioners give to their roles; and


WHEREAS, because of their value to the strength of our democracy and discourse on policy issues and the proper governance of the city, the City Council believes it is important that the city’s boards and commissions are functioning optimally; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that to determine if the city’s boards and commissions are functioning optimally the Charter Change Committee, with assistance of the City Attorney’s Office, shall survey the members of the city’s boards and commissions on a variety of subjects, including but not necessarily limited to, board size, term lengths and term limits, qualifications and specializations needed, the importance of political affiliation, diversity and inclusiveness, appointment process, and member responsibilities; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that said survey will be compiled and evaluated by the Charter Change Committee, with the assistance of the City Attorney’s Office, with a report back to the full City Council at its first meeting in November, 2013.
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
