APPROVAL OF STORMWATER GRANTS 
In the year Two Thousand Thirteen………………………………………………………………………
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the City’s stormwater program has applied for and has been approved for grants and needs to have the City Council’s authorization to accept these grants; and  

WHEREAS, the first grant is a $35,000 grant from the Vermont Department of Environmental Conservation for improvements to the College Street stormwater watershed, the revenue of which is anticipated to be received in both FY 13 ($10,000) and FY 14 ($25,000) and the expenses are $40,000, $35,000 of which will be funded by the grant and $5,000 will be funded by the program’s available funds, plus in-kind personnel costs for project management; and 

WHEREAS, this grant will allow for the development of a retrofit plan for the College Street stormwater outfall by funding a consultant to identify opportunities for stormwater retrofits, develop conceptual engineering drawings and prepare cost estimates, thereby enabling the stormwater program manager to proceed with a prioritized implementation of these retrofits to improve the water quality of stormwater discharges from the outfall located at the base of College Street near the ECHO Center; and

WHEREAS, the second grant is a $7,400 grant from the Lake Champlain Basin Program; for Stormwater Friendly Driveway Fact Sheets, the revenue of which is anticipated to be received in both FY 13 ($4,000) and FY ($3,400) and the expenses are $7,400, all of which are to be covered by the grant, plus in kind personnel costs for project management; and  

WHEREAS, this grant will allow the stormwater program to hire a consultant and possibly a graphic designer to create a series of fact sheets on stormwater friendly driveway surfaces and designs (i.e. pervious pavers, strip driveways, and non-coal tar sealants for asphalt) for the program’s website, Department of Public Works and Planning and Zoning Office to better inform residents and property owners of the ways driveways contribute to stormwater runoff and the potential solutions to runoff problems; and
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WHEREAS, the stormwater program has been informed that it has been awarded an increase of $1,022.50 on a third grant that was previously accepted by the City Council for the installation of a Silva Cell Tree and Stormwater Management System on Cherry Street, bringing the award amount from $25,193.00 to $26,215.50; and 

WHEREAS, this grant allows for the purchase and installation of a Silva Cell tree and stormwater management system on Cherry St., a product which supports concrete and asphalt surfaces so that the soil beneath the sidewalk and street can remain un-compacted and provide for better greenbelt tree health and storage and filtration of stormwater; and 
WHEREAS, these amounts are within the revenue and expenses previously approved by the City Council as part of the FY 13 budget; and

WHEREAS, on February 11, 2013, the Board of Finance reviewed and approved of the acceptance of these grants; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington City Council hereby accepts the $35,000 Vermont Department of Environmental Conservation College Street Stormwater Basin grant and accepts the $7,400 Lake Champlain Basin Program Stormwater Friendly Driveway Fact Sheets grant and the increase in the Silva Cell grant and authorizes Stormwater Program Manager Megan Moir, or her designee, to execute the required documents related to this acceptance.
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
