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WARD REDISTRICTING – AUTHORIZE CHIEF ADMINISTRATIVE 

OFFICER TO ENTER INTO CONTRACT WITH ADAMANT ACCORD, INC.
FOR FACILITATOR SERVICES 
In the year Two Thousand Thirteen………………………………………………………………………
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, on January 23, 2013, the Council requested that an independent, neutral, trained, objective facilitator be hired to lead the Redistricting Committee process, paid for with City Councilor funds; and 
WHEREAS, Cindy Cook, principal of Adamant Accord has been selected by the Chief Administrative Officer (CAO) in consultation with the Council President, and has been determined to meet the above criteria (see attached); and

WHEREAS, Ms. Cook grew up in Burlington and knows the city’s diverse neighborhoods well although she no longer lives in the city; and

WHEREAS, the Council President has checked Ms. Cook’s references and has determined that Ms. Cook comes highly recommended by her peers and is well qualified for this position;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes the CAO to contract with Adamant Accord, Inc. for the services of Cindy Cook in an amount and on the terms authorized by this resolution, the purpose of which is to have Ms. Cook lead the redistricting process as a facilitator, with a goal of the Redistricting Committee delivering a redistricting plan that can be supported by the City Council for Council approval by June 15, 2013, and to authorize the CAO to execute a contract to that end, subject to the review and approval of the City Attorney; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council requests that the facilitator will lead a  redistricting plan development process that will include stakeholder interviews, public engagement materials, media engagement and public engagement in order to inform the committee’s decision-making process, and the Council further requests that the facilitator coordinate opportunities for email or online engagement, meeting materials, agenda development and facilitate up to five (5) well focused meetings of the redistricting committee; and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes the expenditure of Council funds in an amount not to exceed $14,000 for these facilitation services, such services to begin on March 12 and to substantively end on June 15, with the agreement to include that the facilitator shall also come to the Council meeting when the plan is being considered to be available to discuss the plan’s development process. 
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
