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AUTHORIZATION TO EXECUTE OBSTRUCTION

LICENSE AGREEMENT WITH DEW CONSTRUCTION
CORPORATION FOR 247 PEARL STREET 

CONSTRUCTION PROJECT

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That   WHEREAS, the CITY owns property, including the street, sidewalk and greenbelt in front of the property at 247 Pearl Street; and

WHEREAS, DEW Construction Corporation has received zoning and building permits to reconstruct an office building destroyed by fire at 247 Pearl Street; and 


WHEREAS, the construction of this building by DEW Construction Corporation ("DEW") necessitates the obstruction of the street, sidewalk, and greenbelt in front of the property at 247 Pearl Street for a period in excess of 30 days; and

WHEREAS, DEW’s project has been reviewed and approved by the Department of Public Works (hereinafter DPW) subject to the conditions referenced herein; and


WHEREAS, the Charter of the City of Burlington, Sec. 48XLIX and the Code of Ordinances Sec. 27-32 require authorization by the City Council for such use of a public thoroughfare for periods in excess of thirty (30) days;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Honorable Mayor Miro Weinberger be and hereby is authorized to execute a License Agreement with DEW to allow DEW to obstruct the public thoroughfare at 247 Pearl Street as set out in substantially the same form as  the agreement attached hereto, subject to the approval of the City Attorney.
