COMPREHENSIVE DEVELOPMENT ORDINANCE—

Ground Floor Residential Uses Restrictions
ZA 12-09
That Appendix A, Comprehensive Development Ordinance of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Burlington be and hereby is amended for the purpose of allowing street-level (ground floor) residential uses in the Neighborhood Activity Center Neighborhood Mixed Use District provided they are set back from the public right of way by more than 25 feet (such ground floor residential uses being totally prohibited currently), by amending Sec. 4.4.2(d) thereof to read as follows:
Sec. 4.4.2  Neighborhood Mixed Use Districts

District Specific Regulations:

1.
Ground Floor Residential Uses Restricted

In order to maintain an active streetscape for pedestrians and pedestrian-oriented businesses and activities, residential uses shall not be permitted within 25 feet of a public street right-of-way along the street-level frontage of any structure in the NAC District.
