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AUTHORIZATION TO EXECUTE CONSTRUCTION 
CONTRACT FOR FLETCHER FREE LIBRARY 

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENTS

In the year Two Thousand Twelve………………………………………………………………………
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the City’s Fletcher Free Library has the need for important capital improvements, including replacement of the first set of entrance doors that are severely corroded, repairs in the vestibule between the entrance doors, and reconstruction of the entire brick walkway to correct ongoing settling problems and comply with the requirements of the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), which will require the construction of a temporary ramp entrance into the old Carnegie library building while the door and brick work are being done; and


WHEREAS, the City’s approved FY12 Capital Improvement Plan includes $65,000 for the repair and improvement of the Fletcher Free Library’s front entrance grading and the replacement of storefront windows; and 


WHEREAS, there are also $81,350 in unspent impact fees for the library to be put towards the cost of this project, bringing the total funding available for this project to $146,350; and


WHEREAS, this project was put out to bid by DPW in May 2012, the result of which was the receipt of only one bid of $170,500 from Wright & Morrissey, a local and reputable contractor who has done and continues to do many projects for the City; and  

WHEREAS, the City informed Wright & Morrissey that the bid would be automatically rejected for exceeding the available funds unless cost savings could be found and as a result Wright & Morrissey proposed and the City’s DPW Project Engineer and Architect recommend accepting changes in the work to bring the cost down to $132,375; and
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WHEREAS, on June 11, 2012, the Board of Finance reviewed Public Works’ recommendation to award the General Contractors’ contract to Wright and Morrissey at the bid price of $132,375 and voted unanimously to recommend that the City Council authorize the execution of a contract with Wright and Morrissey to construct these needed improvements at the library;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Steve Goodkind, Public Works Director, be and hereby is authorized to award the bid and execute a contract with Wright and Morrissey for the above described work at Fletcher Free Library, at the above noted price, in a form and substance substantially similar to the attached contract and subject to the prior approval by the City Attorney. 
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
