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SUPPORT FOR A PARKS FOUNDATION AND ITS 
POTENTIAL ROLE IN SECURING PRIVATE FUNDING FOR 
THE BIKE PATH REHABILITATION

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Burlington Bike Path Task Force has completed two years of intensive work looking at how best to approach the comprehensive rehabilitation of Burlington's Bike Path; and
WHEREAS the overall cost of a complete path rehabilitation is projected to be approximately $16 million, and as a result, all promising avenues to reduce the ultimate impact on local property taxpayers must be explored; and 

WHEREAS the Burlington Bike Path Task Force has identified private funding as a key piece of the “shared responsibility” funding mix for the rehabilitation; and 

WHEREAS the Parks, Arts and Culture Committee at its June 2012 meeting reviewed the final Burlington Bike Path Improvement Feasibility Study report and potential funding options including private contributions through a proposed Parks Foundation of Burlington; and

WHEREAS the Parks & Recreation Commission and a Parks Foundation Task Force have explored the concept of establishing a non-profit foundation that could attract private charitable contributions to maintain Burlington’s diverse and expansive park system; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington City Council supports the establishment of the Parks Foundation of Burlington to assist with securing charitable donations to maintain Burlington’s parks and recreation facilities; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Council supports efforts by the Parks Foundation of Burlington to assist with the private fundraising of the Burlington Bike Path rehabilitation.
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
