WHEREAS, new federal narrowband requirements related to the Burlington Fire Department’s communications equipment are scheduled to go into effect in January 2013; and 

WHEREAS, the Department has determined that its current communications system is aging, has serious issues regarding the maintenance of its front line portable radios, and will not be viable to meet these new federal requirements, thereby necessitating the purchase and deployment of new portables for our firefighters at a cost of approximately $54,766; and 

WHEREAS, the Department has been awarded a Vermont Homeland Security Grant of $54,766 to purchase portable radios that are compliant with the new federal requirements; and 

WHEREAS, the Department made a presentation to the Finance Board on August 6, 2012 and received its approval to move this matter to the full City Council for its approval;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Seth Lasker, Fire Chief, or his designee, hereby is authorized to execute the Vermont Homeland Security Grant Agreement #02140-70164V-146 for the purchase of such equipment to be in form and substance substantially similar to the attached grant, subject to the prior approval of any contract by the City Attorney; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the FY 2013 budget be and hereby is amended as proposed by the Mayor at the August 6, 2012 Board of Finance meeting for the purpose of adding $54,766 to the Fire Department’s Grant Expenditure line in order to enable sufficient radio communications that comply with federal communications requirements.
