CANNABIS AND HEMP PRODUCTS

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Burlington City Council values voters’ input through ballot questions on matters related to city government and our community; and

WHEREAS, the states of Colorado, Oregon, and Washington and other electorates will be asked similar questions regarding cannabis and hemp products on November 6, 2012; and


WHEREAS the City of Montpelier passed a similar question with a 3 to 1 margin in March 2010; and


WHEREAS the Vermont Legislature will be considering proposals for reforming current hemp and cannabis regulations in the 2013 legislative session; and


WHEREAS it may be useful for policymakers in Montpelier who are working on cannabis and hemp legislation to understand where voter sentiment in Vermont’s largest city stands;


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby requests, pursuant to Sec. 25 of the City Charter, that the Mayor call a Special City Meeting to be held on November 6, 2012 and that the following advisory question be placed on the ballot of that Special City Meeting:

“Shall the people of Burlington support the legalization, regulation, and taxation of all cannabis 
and hemp products?”
