Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Burlington Bike Path Task Force, which was created by a City Council resolution in September 2010, has made recommendations for improvements and changes to Burlington’s Bike Path network; and


WHEREAS, the Task Force identified the need for a “maintenance and management plan that enables consistent and intentional work plans to sustain the integrity of the Bike Path network, connector trails, and corridor;” and 

WHEREAS, the recommendations include a ½ cent dedicated property tax to assist in  securing “the necessary base maintenance funding” for the Bike Path network going forward; and

WHEREAS, the City Council is in full support of establishing such a tax to assist in funding ongoing maintenance and improvements to the Bike Path network;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That the following question be placed on the ballot of the Special City Meeting to be held on November 6, 2012:

“Shall the tax rate ceiling in Sec. 99 of the City Charter be amended by increasing it one-
half (.5) cent upon the dollar of the property grand list, from .2329 cents to .2379 cents, and shall the voters recommend and authorize the appropriation of such increase to be placed in a special revenue account under the name of the Bike Path Improvement and Maintenance Fund, the purpose of which is to provide for the City’s ongoing bike path improvement and maintenance needs?”
