WHEREAS, on September 10, 2012, the Burlington City Council unanimously adopted a resolution entitled “November 6, 2012 Special City Meeting – Issuance of General Obligation Bonds for Public Improvements Within the Waterfront TIF District,” as amended, which requested that a question be placed on the ballot of the Special City Meeting to be held on November 6, 2012; and

WHEREAS, the above-referenced question, as written in the resolution presented at the City Council meeting incorrectly authorized issuance of general obligation bonds or notes “in an amount not to exceed Seven Million Dollars and 00/100 ($7,000,000),” instead of in “an amount not to exceed Six Million Fifty Thousand Dollars and 00/100 ($6,050,000),” which had been intended; and

WHEREAS the amount of Six Million Fifty Thousand Dollars and 00/100 ($6,050,000) was the amount that had been reviewed and recommended by the Board of Finance on September 6, 2012; and

WHEREAS, the supporting memos in the September 10, 2012, City Council packet and presentation in support of the ballot question by CEDO Director Peter Owens all referenced the amount of Six Million Fifty Thousand Dollars and 00/100 ($6,050,000); and

WHEREAS, upon discovery of the error, the City Attorney’s Office sent out a communication to the City Council with a revised Resolution, notifying all councilors of the error and of a plan to correct the ballot question so that the ballot question could be printed with the correct dollar amount and that the Council would subsequently be asked to ratify the steps taken by the City Attorney’s Office in correcting the error; and

WHEREAS, no objection to that process was made, and the Mayor signed the revised Resolution on September 12, 2012;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby ratifies the attached revised Resolution as signed by the Mayor and the actions taken by the City Attorney’s Office to correct the clerical error. 
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
