WHEREAS, on September 10, 2012, the Burlington City Council unanimously adopted a resolution entitled “November 6, 2012 Special City Meeting – Approval of Increase in Maximum Tax Rate for General City Purposes Authorized for Bike Path Improvement and Maintenance Fund,” which requested that a question be placed on the ballot of the Special City Meeting to be held on November 6, 2012; and


WHEREAS, the question was placed on the ballot as Ballot Question #3; and 

WHEREAS, on September 26, 2012, the City was contacted by a concerned citizen who had received an absentee ballot and who questioned whether there was a typographical or other error in the above referenced Ballot Question #3; and

WHEREAS, after reviewing the item, the City determined that there was an error, in that

the language of the question as then posed: “Shall the tax rate ceiling in Sec. 99 of the City Charter be amended by increasing it one-half (.5) cent upon the dollar of the property grand list, from .2329 cents to .2379 cents, and shall the voters recommend and authorize the appropriation of such increase to be placed in a special revenue account under the name of the Bike Path Improvement and Maintenance Fund, the purpose of which is to provide for the City’s ongoing bike path improvement and maintenance needs?” was incorrect in referring to the increase in the tax rate ceiling as going from .2329 cents to .2379 cents; and 


WHEREAS, the question as properly posed should have read: “Shall the tax rate ceiling in Sec. 99 of the City Charter be amended by increasing it one-half cent ($0.005) upon the dollar of the property grand list, from $0.2329 to $0.2379, upon the dollar of the property grand list and shall the voters recommend and authorize the appropriation of such increase to be placed in a special revenue account under the name of the Bike Path Improvement and Maintenance Fund, the purpose of which is to provide for the City’s ongoing bike path improvement and maintenance needs?”; and
