Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the City of Burlington, through its Burlington Police Department, has received $436,077 from the Office of Juvenile Justice and Delinquency Prevention (OJJDP) of the U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ) for the department’s participation in the Vermont Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) Program; and

WHEREAS, this grant has supported the Police Department’s participation in the local ICAC and covered personnel costs and contractual services for Vermont’s Internet Crimes Against Children (ICAC) Task Force without a local match; and 

WHEREAS, the task force consists of State and local investigators, prosecutors, forensic specialists and education specialists and is dedicated, among its various goals, to (1) proactive investigations, forensic examinations and effective prosecutions of Internet crimes against children, (2) providing forensic, preventive, and investigative aid to parents, educators, prosecutors, law enforcement and others concerned with Internet crimes against children, and (3) developing multijurisdictional, multiagency responses and partnerships to Internet crimes against children though ongoing support to other State and local law enforcement agencies; and 

WHEREAS, the City has been notified that it has just been awarded an additional $224,395 continuation grant to continue this activity through June 30, 2013, also without a local match; and

WHEREAS, through this grant the capacity of the task force has been expanded and law enforcement affiliate agencies are slated to be awarded grants to purchase hardware and software and attend specialized training, the Prevent Child Abuse Vermont will receive funding for continued outreach—programs and materials, and the task force will continue to fund a mental health professional to continue the Vermont ICAC’s innovative mental health program; and

WHEREAS, on October 15, 2012, the Finance Board reviewed this award with the Police Department and recommended that the City Council accept the grant and supported the associated Mayor’s amendment of the FY 2013 Budget and recommended approval of same to the City Council;
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council accept US DOJ OJJDP FY 12 Internet Crimes Against Children Task Force Continuation Grant #2010-MC-CX-K020 in the amount of $224,395 under the terms and conditions and requirements required by the DOJ;  and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the FY 2013 Budget is hereby amended as follows:
