Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Public Works Department Traffic Division proposed various technology improvements to the downtown parking system in its approved fiscal year 2013 budget; and
WHEREAS, a portion of those capital expenditures was dedicated to providing fiber connections to its downtown parking facilities for internet access, upgrading the current revenue control equipment to allow for the acceptance of credit cards as a payment option, and installing one automated pay lane at each of the Lakeview and College Street facilities; and

WHEREAS, there is a keen public interest in having a credit card payment option for paying for parking downtown; and

WHEREAS, pricing has been solicited to make this project a reality; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works $148,000 proposal to upgrade and automate the downtown parking system was reviewed and unanimously approved by the Finance Board on October 15, 2012;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes the Department of Public Works to proceed with the implementation of the Parking System Upgrades and Automation at a cost of $148,000 and authorizes the Director of Public Works, Steven Goodkind or his designee to award and execute any required contracts and agreements necessary to complete this project within the above project funding limits, subject to the prior review and approval of the City Attorney. 
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
