WHEREAS, the oil bollards in Burlington’s harbor are early to mid-twentieth century caisson type structures which were used to facilitate pumping petroleum products from barges to associated tank farms on the waterfront and which have not been used for many years now; and

WHEREAS, the City of Burlington has been cooperating with U.S. Army Corps of Engineers to arrange for the removal of the oil bollards from the Burlington Harbor; and

WHEREAS, the removal of the oil bollards is desired by the City of Burlington and the City of Burlington is prepared to execute the letter of acknowledgment for the project which has been requested by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers in its letter of December 6, 2012 (see attached);
