ACCEPTANCE OF VERMONT HOMELAND SECURITY GRANT 
FOR FIRE DEPARTMENT TO PURCHASE RADIO BASE UNITS 
TO COMPLY WITH NEW FEDERAL REQUIREMENTS 

AND SUPPLEMENTAL BUDGET AMENDMENT #2012-02
AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE

In the year Two Thousand Twelve………………………………………………………………..
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, new federal narrowband width requirements related to the Burlington Fire Department’s communications equipment are scheduled to go into effect in January 2013; and 

WHEREAS, the Department has determined that its current communications system will not meet these new requirements, necessitating the purchase and installation of a new system of radio base stations at the City’s 5 fire stations and within the dispatch center at the Burlington Police Department at a cost of approximately $40,000; and 

WHEREAS, the Department has been awarded a Vermont Homeland Security Grant of $22,353.70 to purchase the majority of the required equipment; and 

WHEREAS, impact fees that have been collected for use by the Department may be used to pay the balance of the expense for the required equipment, $17,650.00; and  

WHEREAS, the Department made a presentation to the Finance Board on December 19, 2011 and received its approval to move this matter to the full City Council for its approval;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Fire Department Chief Seth Lasker, or his designee, hereby is authorized to execute the Vermont Homeland Security Grant for the purchase of such equipment to be in form and substance substantially similar to the attached grant, subject to the prior approval of the contract by the City Attorney; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the FY 2012 budget be and hereby is amended as proposed by the Mayor at the December 19, 2011 Board of Finance meeting for the purpose of

AUTHORIZING THE PURCHASE

adding $40,003.70 to the Fire Department’s Capital Expenditure line item by reducing the budget’s Impact Fee line for the Fire Department by $17,650.00 and adding a line for the $22,353.70 Vermont Homeland Security grant, to provide an appropriation of $40,003.70 to pay for the purchase and installation of a radio base station system for the Department’s 5 fire stations and within the dispatch center at the Burlington Police Department in order to comply with federal communications requirements.
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
