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THE NEED FOR PUBLIC BULLETIN BOARDS TO PROMOTE 
THE VISUAL AND PERFORMING ARTS

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, public bulletin boards offer local arts presenters the opportunity to promote themselves; and

WHEREAS, public bulletin boards provide the opportunity for performing artists to represent themselves with graphic design that characterizes themselves in a way that newspaper or on-line simple listing of events cannot; and

WHEREAS, public bulletin boards give Burlington's cultural community a 'face’, without the need to be an established, well funded organization or businesses that can afford display or on-line advertisements, and community calendar listings are only data, without identity; and

WHEREAS, public bulletin boards give pedestrian traffic a mode to interact with the local economy relating to arts and culture; and

WHEREAS, public bulletin boards, in and of themselves, represent an organic, continually changing work of art; and

WHEREAS, public bulletin boards have been disappearing over time; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington City Council asks the Parks, Arts and Culture Committee, to investigate the disappearance of public bulletin boards and report back to the full Council no later than March 12, 2012 with a recommendation as to how to help preserve and promote this important resource.
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
