ACCEPT FHWA PROGRAM GRANT AND AUTHORIZE EXECUTION 

OF A GRANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF 

BURLINGTON AND THE STATE OF VERMONT 

AGENCY OF TRANSPORTATION – SPRING FLOODING

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, on June 15, 2011, the President of the United States declared that a major disaster existed in the State of Vermont based upon damage from severe storms and flooding during the period of April 23 to May 9, 2011; and 

WHEREAS, federal disaster relief assistance has been made available to the State of Vermont and its municipalities for repair and restoration of local roads designated on the Federal Highway system under the Federal Highway Administration Emergency Relief Program (FHWA –ER); and 


WHEREAS, the State of Vermont Agency of Transportation, as the administrator of the FHWA-ER program, has developed a Grant Agreement to be executed by the City of Burlington that outlines the relationship between FHWA, the State of Vermont and the City of Burlington; each entity’s responsibilities; and provides that the Federal and City shares of incurred costs of recovery will be 81.08% and 18.92% respectively; and


WHEREAS, on January 9, 2012 the Board of Finance approved the acceptance of the grant and has recommended acceptance of the grant by the City Council; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council accepts the FHWA ER VT11-1, Flooding Event April 23 to May 30, 2011 Grant from the State of Vermont Agency of Transportation for the purposes of providing Federal Highway Administration disaster relief assistance to defray costs as a result of the storms and spring flooding on designated local roads
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on the Federal Highway System and authorizes and directs the Interim Chief Administrative Officer to execute a Grant Agreement to that effect subject to the prior review and approval of the City Attorney.
