INTERNET BANDWIDTH AGREEMENT

That
WHEREAS, Burlington Telecom currently has agreements with two companies for internet bandwidth, with one expiring in March 2012; and 

WHEREAS, Burlington Telecom requested proposals from bandwidth providers and received a favorable proposal from Teljet, Inc. for 1 Gig of bandwidth; and 

WHEREAS, this bandwidth proposal will result in a reduction in monthly expenditures in the amount of $7,505.00 on an ongoing basis; and

WHEREAS, this bandwidth capacity (1 Gig) currently satisfies BT’s needs and allows BT to continue to acquire additional residential and commercial customers; and

WHEREAS, Burlington Telecom is seeking approval of a 12 month agreement in an amount not to exceed $110,000; and

WHEREAS, the Finance Board reviewed the proposed agreement on February 6, 2012, and recommends approval by the City Council; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes interim CAO Scott Schrader to enter into a 12 month agreement by and between Burlington Telecom and Teljet, Inc. in an amount not to exceed $110,000, subject to the prior review and approval of the City Attorney. 
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
