OUTREACH TO WATER USERS IN BURLINGTON 
RE FLUORIDE
In the year Two Thousand Twelve………………………………………………………………..
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the City of Burlington fluorinates its water supply at a rate of .7 ppm pursuant to U.S. Department of Health and Human Services recommendations; and 

WHEREAS, the fluoride level added to Burlington’s water supply has been reduced twice in recent years due to concerns regarding fluorosis and due to concerns regarding fluoride’s effect on certain vulnerable populations (including infants); and

WHEREAS, it is unclear how much additional fluoride is consumed and to what varying degrees such additional fluoride is consumed, and in what manner, by individuals in Burlington;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council does hereby request that the Water Department of the City of Burlington prepare a report documenting what educational measures are being taken by the City of Burlington to provide relevant fluoride education to its citizens presently and additionally to proffer an outline proposal of prospective additional educational measures which might be achieved in the future; targeting superficially non-water bill payers such as renters and children. 
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
