ACCEPT FEMA HAZARD MITIGATION GRANT FOR

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, on June 15, 2011, the President of the United States declared that a major disaster existed in the State of Vermont based upon damage from severe storms and flooding during the period of April – June, 2011; and 

WHEREAS, federal disaster relief assistance has been made available to the State of Vermont and its municipalities to defray the costs associated with flood recovery for public and private properties through the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA); and 


WHEREAS, the State of Vermont, as the grantee and partner in providing disaster relief assistance, has developed a Hazard Mitigation Grant Program (HGMP) that provides federal funding from FEMA and the Vermont Housing and Conservation Board for repair or acquisition of qualified flood damaged properties at no cost to the City; and


WHEREAS, a primary residential structure located at 33 North Cove Road in Burlington was made uninhabitable by the above referenced flooding, and the owners of said property requested that the City of Burlington apply to the Hazard Mitigation Grant Program for funds to acquire, demolish, and return said property to green space; and

WHEREAS, on April 4, 2012, the Vermont Emergency Management Department, on behalf of FEMA, notified City of Burlington Senior Planner Scott Gustin that said application had been approved and that final grant documents would need to be executed to finalize the grant and to close on the property; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor is recommending an amendment to the FY 2012 Budget to recognize the grant funds and property acquisition costs;

 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby accepts the FEMA Hazard Mitigation Grant for the acquisition and demolition of the residence at 33 North Cove Road and authorizes the Chief Administrative officer, or his designee to execute a grant agreement to that effect; and
