2.5. NO RECOMMENDATIONS FROM THE LOCAL CONTROL SUB-COMMITTEE re: 2008-2009

Commissioner Davis explained that no recommendation was made by the Local Control Sub-Committee on these six license renewals due to the fact that items required in the application process were not finalized in time.  He outlined the detailed and diligent process that is involved in reviewing and granting liquor licenses by Clerk/Treasurer and Attorney Office staff , with every effort being made to inform businesses of items missing in their application process. 
Councilor Davis and CAO Leopold detailed the items that each individual business had outstanding at the time of the Local Control Committee meeting.  James Ryan from the Green Room, Daryl Campney from Parima, Susan Hueling from Smokejacks and Paul Hennessey from Tantra Restaurant spoke to the Council, answering questions and addressing their concerns. Throughout each discussion Assistant City Attorney Fuller answered Councilors’ questions.  
Commissioner Keogh made a motion to send all of these requests back to the Local Control Sub-committee thus making these establishments “pay” the price for non-compliance.  He felt that it was important to support the staff that puts in an enormous amount of time to process successful applications; he stated further that it is also unfair to all of the other businesses that manage to comply with all deadlines. Commissioner Ashe seconded the motion.  

Before a vote on Commissioner Keogh’s motion, Mayor Kiss commented on the fact that over the last three years the process has been strengthened, businesses are paying their Gross Receipts taxes on a timely basis and businesses have been able to survive in the City.  He understood that these businesses have not been timely, but they have complied and he supports them in their efforts.  

The motion failed by a vote of 11 against and 4 in favor.

On a motion by Commissioners Bushor and Gutchell, the Local Control Commission granted extensions and renewals to Bangkok Bistro, Green Room, Parima, Smokejack’s and Tantra. Further, she stated that she was in agreement with the Mayor, that she wants to support these businesses, as well as the staff that work to issue them the licenses.  

Following an explanation from CAO Leopold about the Green Room, which has a payment plan until August 31st on their gross receipts payments, Commissioner Montroll asked to make a friendly amendment to allow an extension of the Liquor License to the Green Room only until August 31st.  Commissioner Bushor considered this a friendly amendment but added that if they comply by August 31st they then need to return to the Local Control Commission to have their license granted.
Due to the consistent non-compliance of the four restaurants, Commissioner Shannon asked to make a friendly amendment and requested that the extension to Bangkok Bistro, Tantra and Smokejacks be removed. She felt there should be a penalty for their non-compliance.  Commissioner Bushor did not consider that friendly to her motion. Commissioner Berezniak seconded the motion.  The motion failed by a vote of 12 in favor and 3 against, with Commissioners Keogh, Shannon and Adrian voting against.   The Committee then voted on the original motion which passed by a vote of 11 to 4 with Commissioners Berezniak, Keogh, Ashe, Adrian voting against.
2.6. NO RECOMMENDATIONS FROM THE LOCAL CONTROL SUB-COMMITTEE re: 2008-2009

Commissioner Davis explained that they go hand in hand with the Liquor License renewal so the previous motion would carry through with this item.  Commissioner Knodell made a motion, seconded by Commissioner Bushor, to grant an extension of the 2007-2008 and renew the outside consumption permits for the 2008/2009 year for Bangkok Bistro, Parima and Smokejack’s and to grant only the extension of the 2007/2008 outdoor consumption permit to the Green Room.  The motion passed by a vote of 12 to 3 with Commissioners Adrian, Keogh and Ashe voting against.
Commissioner Davis then made a motion to reconsider the move to deny Larow’s Market Second Class Store Liquor License renewal and to vote again on that.  Commissioner Bushor seconded.  The motion passed by a vote of 14 to 1, with Commissioner Shannon voting against.  Commissioner Davis then made a motion to withdraw the reconsideration, as Larow’s had not been denied in the previous discussion (#2.5).  Commissioner Bushor seconded.  Commissioner Davis made a motion to extend Larow’s Market 2007/2008 Liquor License and renew their 2008/2009 Liquor License. Commissioner Paul seconded the motion.  The motion passed by a vote of 12 to 3, with Commissioners Keogh, Shannon and Adrian voting against.

PUBLIC HEARING:
Proposed 2008 Consolidated Plan for Housing and Community 





Development and on the associated One-Year Action Plan
Larry Kupferman, CEDO Director and Margaret Bozik, Assistant Director for Management, Planning & 

Communications and Brian Pine, Assistant Director for Housing, were available to the City Council to answer any questions about item 7.01.  Councilor Bushor was concerned about possibly underserving Burlington youth.  Councilors Adrian, Shannon, Montroll and Berezniak each asked questions of both Margaret Bozik and Brian Pine about the Flynn Avenue Co-op and their request for funds.  They were told that it was the lowest ranked proposal of the Committee, that no other precedent exists for funding this type of project through CDBG and that funds could be available through other sources. 

Councilor Montroll noted that on Page 1-3 of the Consolidated Plan the figure of residents increasing to 65,000 residents over the next 30 years was reduced in a follow-up resolution.  Councilor Berezniak requested information on the timeline on submission of this plan.  Ms. Bozik stated that it must be sent to HUD by May 15th.  There will be a two-week reflection on the document and then the final vote will occur at the May 12th meeting.  

President Wright opened the public hearing at 9:35 p.m.

Mr. Williams, member of the Planning Commission, spoke:

“Some of the councilors touched on some of my concerns.  I also wanted to say that I found the Plan very interesting and very well presented, an excellent presentation of information. It was clear.  There’s a couple of points that struck me in my first read-through as a Planning Commissioner, issues that we’ve been talking about in the Planning Commission for years that I’ve been on it.  One that jumps out is that there are twice as many students living in the City today as there were in 1970 and at the same time there are about half as many families.  We have seen the effects of this change, for example, in our school budget in the fact that we’re running short of students and that has implications for the funding that the City gets from the State.  I’m going to suggest that the census fact has important policy implications for the housing policy as well as for code enforcement policy in the City.  This is just, this is not talking about specific grants, this is talking about the forest and the trees.  Another forest issue that struck me, I had known this but still, Burlington has the single most poverty stricken census tract in the entire state of Vermont.  I find that important from a policy point of view.  We have a great concentration, fantastic concentration, of poverty in one of the census tracts in the Old North End and several of the others are very poor as well. I find that a striking fact in view of the latest Westlake issues and what I regard as the unfortunate vote of this Council not to hold Westlake to its obligation to provide affordable housing in another part of the City, in a, more of an enclave, a wealthy enclave, I think that it’s got policy implications…

President Wright:  Mr. Williams, I need you to stick to this item.

Mr. Williams:  This is in the Consolidated Plan.  We’ve seen that that has implications for our schools too with the busing proposal and all the controversy, so these are important general housing issues that come out of the Consolidated Plan. I echo what Councilor Montroll said about the 65,000 dollar, 65,000 population figure but also in that same section the Plan presents it as the consensus that we need to increase density and infill.  Infill is a loaded term without a precise definition in this City.  I do not think it’s the consensus in the City at all.  I’ve heard enough of both sides to know that it isn’t and the same with on the record review.  It is far from a consensus in the City.  That is what I had to say. I learned a lot of interesting information about the permit process as well this evening.  Thank you.”
Michael Rooney spoke: 

“In light of the hour I’ll make it as quick as I can.  On one hand this is a tremendous Plan, on the other hand I think very few members of the public have seen this Plan and really had a chance to get into it.  It would be, I think, good for all of us to find some way to get this out into everybody’s hands.  I know that as a member of the Ward 6 NPA Steering Committee I’m going to try and make sure that it gets mentioned at least at our meeting.  That will get it out to a few hundred people but I think we need some better ways to get it out.  That’s just one overall thought.  

Another thing is that as a business owner in this town I think that there is far too little emphasis on let’s get people affordable jobs.  There’s far too much on affordable housing.  We cannot as a City really control the price of housing long enough to make this a viable City.  We can, however, attract and focus on high paying jobs.  There are a hell of a lot of them that are available in this town.  There are even training programs that are State-sponsored that get people into high paying jobs.  Take a look at Dealer.com.  They’ve trained a huge number of people, I forget the total numbers because I don’t work there, but they’ve created a large number of well paying jobs. There are other organizations in the City that have done likewise.  This comprehensive plan should focus a lot more on high paying jobs than it does at this point.  We can do a lot more.”  

There being no one further coming forward, President Wright closed the public hearing at 9:43 p.m.

Councilor Montroll made a motion to send the Consolidated Plan to the CD Committee for review and request that it be returned to the City Council for the May 12th meeting.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Keogh.  The motion passed unanimously.
