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PROPOSED CHAMPLAIN COLLEGE PURCHASE OF THE 
EAGLES CLUB SITE
In the year Two Thousand Eight………………………………………………………………..

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, Champlain College is considering the purchase of the Eagles Club site on the corner of St. Paul and Maple Streets; and


WHEREAS, a 1994 Memorandum of Understanding between Champlain College and the City requires Champlain College to seek and receive City Council approval before purchasing properties outside delineated boundaries; and


WHEREAS, the Eagles Club site is outside the delineated boundaries and thus requires Council approval; and


WHEREAS, the Council, by resolution on April 28, 2008, asked the Community Development Committee to hold an information session and public hearing on the proposed Champlain College purchase of the Eagles Club site and, simultaneously, on development concepts for the Browns Court site (which abuts the Eagles Club site and is owned by the City); and


WHEREAS, the Community Development Committee held said information session and public hearing on April 30, 2008, and heard public comments from community members concerning the proposed purchase of the Eagle’s Club site by Champlain College;
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NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes the Mayor to pursue negotiations with Champlain College to address the following concerns as an

 appropriate next step, prior to any City Council vote on approval of Champlain College’s proposed purchase of the Eagle’s Club site;

(a) whether a fee-for-services agreement with the City, similar to the City’s agreement with the University of Vermont should be a condition of City Council approval of said proposed purchase;

(b) whether, in light of the public concern over the potential impact upon the surrounding neighborhood which Champlain College’s proposal to house 200 students at its proposed development at the site, variations to said proposal with a focus on a lesser impact should be considered;

(c) whether, in light of the fact that the City is proceeding with its own plan to develop the abutting site at Browns Court, variations to said proposal with a focus on coordinating development with the City should be considered;

(d) whether, in light of the public concern regarding the potential parking impact of Champlain College’s proposal, and the need for public parking in the neighborhood, variations to said proposal with a focus on addressing the City’s need for public parking should be considered;

(e) whether, because the Champlain College proposal would establish a new model for student housing in the community, thereby creating potential implications for Champlain College’s Master Plan and for student housing in other parts of the City, variations to said proposal should be considered; and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council requests that the Mayor submit a proposal related to Champlain College’s purchase of the Eagle’s Club site for the May 12, 2008 City Council meeting. 
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
