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PROPOSED LEASE AGREEMENT AMENDMENT

BETWEEN THE CITY OF BURLINGTON AND 

THE LAKE CHAMPLAIN COMMUNITY SAILING CENTER, INC.

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, the City of Burlington, a Vermont municipal corporation, acting by and through its Parks and Recreation Department (hereinafter “CITY”), and Lake Champlain Community Sailing Center, Inc., a non-profit corporation organized under the laws of the State of Vermont (the “Sailing Center”), entered into a lease agreement on August 31, 2007; and

WHEREAS, said agreement acknowledged that the City was actively pursuing adaptive reuse of the Moran Generating Plant; and

WHEREAS, said agreement  contemplated that if such adaptive reuse of the Moran Generating Plant were to occur, the City would make its best effort to identify a suitable alternative location for the Sailing Center that would allow the Sailing Center to continue operation; and
WHEREAS, the City is now proceeding with a plan for such adaptive reuse of the Moran Generating Plant; and

WHEREAS, in light of the City’s plan, the Sailing Center will be displaced from certain areas provided for under the terms of the August 31, 2007 Lease Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the City is able to provide suitable substitute space on adjacent lands through its Department of Public Works and the Burlington Electric Department; and
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WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works and Burlington Electric Department have both approved allowing use of certain specified areas of their properties by the Sailing Center pursuant to a Lease Agreement amendment; and 

WHEREAS, the Sailing Center is prepared to agree to such amendment to the August 31, 2007 Lease Agreement as would permit their use of said areas; and
WHEREAS, the Parks, Arts & Culture Committee at its meeting on June 5, 2008 reviewed and approved execution of the above-referenced contract and recommends approval by the City Council; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Finance at its meeting on June 5, 2008 reviewed and approved execution of the above-referenced contract and also recommends approval by the City Council;  
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that City Council hereby authorizes the Mayor, on behalf of the City, to execute the Lease Agreement Amendment attached hereto per the terms and conditions of such agreement between the City and the Sailing Center.
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
