PROPOSED LISCENSE AGREEMENT 

BETWEEN THE CITY OF BURLINGTON AND 

DRAGONHEART VERMONT, INC.

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, the City of Burlington, a Vermont municipal corporation, acting by and through its Parks and Recreation Department (hereinafter “CITY”), and Dragonheart Vermont, Inc., a non-profit corporation organized under the laws of the State of Vermont (hereinafter “Dragonheart”), have scheduled the third annual Lake Champlain Dragon Boat Festival for August 3, 2008 after the enormous success of the first two annual festivals; and
WHEREAS, the first festival was conducted with four race lanes and the existing Community Boat Launch docks were utilized, but found to be inadequate; and

WHEREAS, the second festival expanded to five race lanes and the old Boat House dock (owned by the Lake Champlain Community Sailing Center) was also utilized; and
WHEREAS, this year’s festival will be bigger still and the Lake Champlain Community Sailing Center has decided to incorporate the old Boat House dock into its plans for the 2008 season, thereby creating an inadequate docking system for the festival; and

WHEREAS, Dragonheart is prepared to purchase a new dock, measuring 10’ X 100’, and donate said dock to the City subject to certain use provisions; and

WHEREAS, Dragonheart’s proposal (attached to this resolution) has been found to be generally acceptable to the City, by and through its Department of Parks and Recreation; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that City Council hereby authorizes Wayne Gross, Director of Burlington’s Department of Parks and Recreation, on behalf of the City to execute a License Agreement with Dragonheart Vermont which is to be consistent with the attached proposal, subject to the prior review and approval of the City Attorney.
