Councilor Paul made a motion to waive the reading and adopt the resolution, seconded by Councilor Montroll.  Councilor Paul spoke about the upgrade and explained the benefits of approving the resolutions, such as reliability, cost savings and the undergrounding of lines.  The Public Service Board has approved this already, but this item needs to take place during the September election.  This provides the City the ability to begin construction immediately after the election, rather than waiting until next spring.  The cost savings of the earlier construction would be approximately $500,000.  Councilor Montroll noted that the TOUK Committee unanimously approved this resolution as well.  There was concern on the Council that the vote would occur in September because of the low turnout.  While the financial piece of this project was already approved by the voters, it needs to be voted on again.
Councilor Bushor asked about independents who do not vote in the primary elections and she is concerned about not being able to vote on this.  Councilor Bushor also asked that the risks and benefits of the project, noted on the ballot question, be available at the polling place.  City Attorney Schatz informed the Council that a Special City Meeting could also be held at the same time as the primary for individuals to vote on the matter.  With respect to the question about putting information at the polling place, he would need to research that a bit further.  It is possible that the information could be mailed with the electric bills prior to the vote.  
Councilor Bushor also asked that the Clerk’s Office notify the Ward Clerks/Officials that voters need not declare a party in order to get this item on the ballot.  The Special City Meeting should also be advertised.

Councilor Davis wanted to remind the voters that this vote is not regarding the actual financing, as that has already been voted on, but more a referendum on the project moving forward.

Councilor Montroll made a motion, seconded by Councilor Paul, to waive the reading and adopt the resolution.  Councilor Montroll explained the extensive review by the Board of Finance and the reasonable budget that has been put in place this year with no increase in the General Fund budget.
This year the NPAs and other civic engagement activity, generally supported by grant money, is being supported by the General Fund, which breaks new ground.  Councilor Montroll then deferred to the Mayor.  The Mayor and the CAO highlighted details of the FY2009 Budget. 

Councilor Shannon expressed her concerns about the Budget.  She asked about funds available for infrastructure repairs and street repair. Councilor Shannon would like to see the Winooski Valley Park District budget increased by $1,800.  She also stated that the City needs to be very careful about funding a CEDO position and rent through the General Fund.  CAO Leopold explained the funds available in the capital budget as opposed to the operating budget for street repair.  He explained that the Winooski Valley Park District’s budget was increased 8% last year and due to the limit placed by the City Council of 3% growth he had informed the District that they would need to comply with the 3% requirement in the FY09 increase. Finally, CEDO is charged for rent for the space they occupy in City Hall and then it is given back to be used as a match for CDBG funds, because a local match has to be provided.
Councilor Keogh moved to delete $72,000 General Fund revenue transfer from CEDO for the purpose of funding an NPA Civic Engagement staff position and adding $72,000 to 73XXX Senior Programs on page 12 of the General Fund Expenses.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Adrian.  Councilor Keogh is concerned about City employees being funded by federal funds as this may establish expectations of continuing the positions.  He also believed the functions of the staff position can be distributed to many of the CEDO staff people or representatives on the NPAs.  Currently money is being given to the Heineberg and Burlington Senior Centers; however, Councilor Keogh believed they could use these additional funds.  
Councilor Knodell explained there is another resolution that is going to be presented to the Council which has the Council reviewing the operations of the CEDO Office over the course of the next year or two. She does not believe that it is fair to suggest work being done by other staff members when the operation of the CEDO Office itself is unclear.  President Wright agreed with Councilor Knodell’s opinion on this issue. Councilor Bushor expressed her concern that simply transferring this money to the senior centers is not something she is comfortable with, particularly because of what is being given to support youth in the community. 
President Wright then stated it was time to vote on Councilor Keogh’s amendment.  The amendment failed, with a vote of 1 in favor of the amendment (Councilor Keogh); 13 opposed and 1 absent.

Councilor Montroll then brought two amendments to the Council, the first of which was supported by the Board of Finance and the second that was not.  The first amendment read:  “And be it further resolved that the transfer of $72,000 of General Fund revenues to CEDO to support a Neighborhood Planning Assembly/Civil Engagement staff position which this Council intends to be a one time non-recurring transfer is based in part in recognition of the real financial value that accrued to the City as a result of CEDO’s economic development and housing activities over the past fiscal year and comes with the expectation that this position will be funded again by grant money in the 2010 fiscal budget and that the broader issue of support for the staffing needs of the NPA’s as well as an evaluation of the NPA’s themselves including their effectiveness in generating meaningful civic participation be referred to the Community Development Committee for its review and recommendation so that the Council can better understand its options in the event such grant funding is not available for 2010 budget and so that the City Council can be better situated to provide future oversight of the NPAs.”  Councilor Montroll made a motion, seconded by Councilor Keogh, to add this as an amendment to the budget resolution.  Councilor Ashe spoke in support of the amendment.  The motion passed unanimously.

Councilor Montroll then brought the second amendment to the table.  It read: “And given that the CEDO Office is now being funded at least partially through General Fund revenues that the Council shall begin the process of considering whether to create a commission to oversee CEDO, the first step of which shall be to refer the matter to the Charter Change Committee for its review and recommendation back to the full City Council.”  This amendment was seconded by Councilor Keogh.  Many of the councilors presented their views on this proposal, including the Mayor and CAO.  
A vote was then taken on the second amendment.  The vote was 9 in favor and 5 opposed with Councilors Ashe, Bushor, Davis, Knodell and Gutchell voting in opposition.
Councilor Bushor made a motion to strike the last “Be It Further Resolved clause” on page five of the resolution that refers the FY2007 and FY2008 Budget Task Force report.  The motion was seconded by Councilor Montroll.  She would like this go back to the Board of Finance to come back in the form of an expanded resolution to outline what efficiencies the Administration may be considering.  The CAO addressed Councilor Bushor’s concerns.  Councilor Davis offered a friendly amendment to strike the line “including as identified in the FY2007 and FY2009 Budget Task Force reports.”  The motion was considered friendly to both the maker and the seconder.  The motion passed unanimously.
Councilor Adrian asked the CAO about an increase of $21,000 in the City Council budget.  CAO Leopold explained it was an increase in the allocation for staff support for each Councilor. Councilor Adrian stated that this amount was wholly inadequate for the type of qualified, top level support he felt that Councilors needed and noted the salaries of Burlington Electric Department in relation to this small increase.

Councilor Ashe proposed an amendment to the Mayor’s Budget to delete $21,000 from expense line item 73990 (City Council Other Charges) and to add $21,000 to the Undesignated Fund Balance.  The amendment was seconded by Councilor Decelles.  Councilors Bushor, Knodell, Shannon, Adrian and Paul offered their opinions on the amendment. Councilor Ashe stated that he had often thought it was less a matter of funding and asked that Councilors look at how they could get more out of themselves before asking the taxpayers for more money.  The motion failed by a vote of 11 to 3 with Councilors Adrian, Decelles and Ashe voting for the amendment.

Councilor Shannon then made a motion to add an amendment at the last resolve clause:  “Be it further resolved that the City Council requests the Board of Finance continues to pursue full funding for the Winooski Valley Park District and reports back to the Council at the August meeting.”  The motion was seconded by Councilor Berezniak.  The motion passed unanimously.
Councilor Shannon then made a motion to include another amendment:  “Be it further resolved that the Charter Change Committee review the timeline for budget presentations.”  Councilor Ellis seconded the motion.  Councilor Knodell noted that it seemed more appropriate to go to the Board of Finance first and then to the Charter Change Committee and made a friendly amendment stating this.  The motion was considered friendly by both the maker and the seconder.  The motion passed unanimously.

The Council voted unanimously to approve the Fiscal Year 2009 Budget.
At this time, Councilor Bushor made a motion to suspend the rules and continue the meeting of the City Council.  Councilor Decelles seconded the motion and the motion passed by a vote of 13 in favor and one opposed (Councilor Knodell).
