COMMUNICATION:
City Councilors, re:  General City Affairs
Councilor Davis spoke as a member of the King Street Youth Center Board about the Lemonade Stand on Church Street being run as a business by youth from the Center.  He encouraged residents and Councilors to stop by.

Councilor Knodell expressed her concern about a recent article in the Free Press about the declining population of Burlington.  She believes the Council needs to begin looking at the planning and growth policies as it is very important to reverse this trend to prevent the potential of rising taxes.
Councilor Keogh noted the excellent job being done by DPW with the $500,000 that was allocated for street repaving.  He appreciated the work of Norm Baldwin of DPW with the outreach and reengineering that was done on the Route 127 slip ramp which residents have been very happy with.  

Councilor Bushor informed the Ward 1 residents of a site visit and public hearing on July 29th from the District 4 Environmental Office for the replacement and expansion of a garage at UVM as part of the VELCO/East Avenue Loop Project.

Councilor Gutchell congratulated UVM and their student athletes for compiling a 3.3 GPA, the highest in all of America East, for the third semester in a row.  He also congratulated all the City Departments responsible for the July 3rd fireworks and for moving traffic so quickly. He then congratulated and commended Mayor Kiss, his Administration and the Department Heads for working so hard to keep the General Fund tax rate at the same rate.  
President Wright noted that Bruce Hyde will be speaking at the August 11th meeting on the Quadricentennial.  The Council Retreat will be on July 28th.  Finally, the September 8th City Council meeting has been moved to September 15th.

The Mayor spoke of his recent meeting with students from Bangladesh, India and Pakistan.  He spoke to them about instant runoff voting and third party candidates which visitors from other countries are always interested in.  He then spoke of his visit to the Lois McClure and the thousands of people in Quebec City who visited the ship during their Quadricentennial festivities.  

Mayor Kiss wanted to ensure the residents that the issues with the Intervale Center are still actively being worked on by a variety of departments and organizations, including FEMA, Agency of Natural Resources and the Attorney General’s Office.  He then highlighted the display in City Hall on Hiroshima.

REPORT:
Parks and Recreation Commission

Steve Allen and Wayne Gross were present to report on the annual report of the Parks and Recreation Commission.  President Wright thanked John Ewing, the outgoing Chair of the Commission, for all of his efforts and appreciated that he would still be participating on the Commission.  Councilor Bushor stated that the Parks’ report spoke about capital needs and this was concerning to her. There are a number of departments that need an infusion of money and she did not want to see departments fighting for the funds.  There followed a discussion about Memorial Auditorium and what the Commission/Department hoped to do with the building.
Councilor Ashe asked about the website and web traffic.  He hoped that the Commission finds ways to increase access to the information about programs, leagues and services on their website.  Councilor Keogh and Councilor Gutchell expressed their thanks for the hard work of the Department and Commission.  Councilor Ellis noted that the parks were one of the great treasures of the City and what makes Burlington such a great city.  
13.
REPORT:
Public Works Commission

Department of Public Works Director Steve Goodkind, having already provided a written report, answered questions of the Councilors.  Director Goodkind noted that the Right of Way Division has always had a surplus but did not this year due to the amount of snow the Northeast received as well as  increased prices. Councilors Shannon and Wright requested that a Commission member from Public Works come to speak with the City Council at least once a year.  Councilors Decelles and Wright asked questions about North Avenue and the Route 127 ramp upgrade.  
14.
REPORT:
Retirement Board

Chairman Strouse outlined last year’s activities which primarily were implementing the Council’s directive of moving 90% of the Retirement Fund monies to the State of Vermont and interviewing investment managers for the remaining 10%.  Councilor Keogh noted that a one page report to the Council was not sufficient considering the magnitude of the retirement issue.  Councilor Ashe asked Chairman Strouse to explain the process by which the Retirement Board was educated about fund options and whether they now felt able to make recommendations to the Council on the funds to be selected.  Chairman Strouse said they were.
14.5 RESOLUTION:  Authorization to Execute Agreements Between the City of Burlington and
  Altius Associates Private Equity Fund, L.P., Martin Currie Business Trust

  and Sustainable Woodlands Fund II, L.P. (Board of Finance)
Councilor Knodell made a motion, seconded by Councilor Decelles, to waive the reading and adopt the resolution.  Councilor Knodell asked the Administration to explain why the Council was acting on this, as it had never been the role of the Council to approve investment options.  City Attorney Schatz explained that it had been his view that the matter should be presented to the Council in light of the Council’s interest in the retirement funds and that the matter could be deferred.  CAO Leopold noted that the Council had voted on moving 90% of the funds to the State of Vermont so this was not precedent setting.  Further, he believed it was valuable for the Council to question and provide some sort of oversight to the Retirement Board.  Councilor Bushor agreed that it had been valuable to participate in the decision to move the funds to the State but disagreed about making decisions on individual funds.

Councilor Gutchell stated that the Retirement Board had been tasked with decision making over the last 15 months and he would rather defer the decision making to the Retirement Board.  Councilor Shannon agreed with Councilor Gutchell’s recommendation.  Councilor Montroll noted the paradigm shift that occurred relative to the retirement fund, from the Council having very little information to now being more informed about performance and funds.  He welcomed that; however, he believed that it would now be more beneficial to come up with parameters for how the funds should be invested.  Councilor Ellis outlined his concern with the particular investments that were being recommended and Councilor Keogh followed up with a number of questions to the City Attorney.  
Councilor Paul reiterated that the Retirement System needed to have an Investment Policy Statement and outlined various items relative to the funds being suggested.  

Councilor Montroll made a motion to amend the resolution, seconded by Councilor Keogh, to refer the resolution to the Finance Board to develop an investment policy on how the City should invest the remaining 10% of the funds, working in conjunction with the Retirement Board and consultant.  Councilor Shannon then noted that there was an existing investment policy and asked that the amended language should read that the Finance Board will review the current investment policy and report back to the Council with their recommendations.  This amendment was agreed to.  The vote on the amendment passed by a vote of 12 in favor and 2 opposed, with Councilors Gutchell and Knodell voting against.  

The Council then voted on the amended resolution.  The motion passed by a vote of 12 in favor and 2 opposed, with Councilors Gutchell and Knodell voting against.

Telecommunications Advisory Committee

Gregory Epler-Wood addressed the Council, noting the variety of activities that the Committee has been involved in.  He also spoke about Burlington’s reputation throughout the country as being a small city that was successfully able to institute its own telecommunications network.  Councilor Montroll agreed that Burlington Telecom is a tremendous asset to the City and to its residents.  He would like to see more local programming added to the scheduling.

Councilor Shannon did not agree with the added amendment.  A vote was then taken on the original motion.  It failed by a vote of 11 to 3, with Councilors Berezniak, Montroll and Keogh voting in favor.  
Councilor Ashe then made a motion to request that the Director of Planning and Zoning David White schedule two public hearings for the next Council meeting, seconded by Councilor Decelles.  Councilors Montroll and Shannon explained that they would not be supporting the motion because they had just received the information and had no idea what the details of the zoning amendments were.  The motion failed by a vote of 7 in favor and 7 opposed, with Councilors Berezniak, Ellis, Shannon, Montroll, Keogh, Bushor and Paul voting against.

At this time President Wright asked for a vote to suspend the rules and continue the meeting after 10:30 p.m.  Councilor Decelles made a motion, seconded by Councilor Bushor to suspend the rules.  Councilors Adrian, Knodell, and Davis voted against, with all other members in favor.

At the request of Councilor Wright, and with no objection from the remaining Council, the action taken on this item was to waive the reading, accept the communication and place it on file.

CAO Leopold explained that the Board of Finance had reviewed a draft resolution to approve the proposed agreement; the Board had a number of concerns but also was mindful of the desire of the City and the Sailing Center to move forward as quickly as possible in order for the Sailing Center to begin their development work.  The Board recommended that the Council approve authorizing the Board of Finance to execute this preliminary MOU with the intent being that members of the Council could work with Assistant City Attorney Haesler in the next week so that by the middle of the following week the Board of Finance could have a draft agreement.  The hope was that it could be reviewed and ready by the next Council meeting.  

Councilor Bushor made a motion to refer the MOU to the Board of Finance for a final review and action, seconded by Councilor Decelles.  Councilor Bushor felt it was important to move this along so that the Sailing Center could begin raising capital.  She then asked that the finalized resolution come back to the City Council on the consent agenda so that the Council will see the final outcome.  Councilor Montroll agreed with Councilor Bushor’s comments. 
CEDO Director Kupferman said that the Children’s Museum had a similar MOU and asked if the motion could be amended to include Councilor Bushor’s directions for that MOU as well.  It was friendly to the maker and the seconder. 

Councilor Berezniak asked how much of an impact it had on the fundraising of the Sailing Center to have the corrected drafts of the MOU come back to the City Council.  Kristin Merriman Shapiro said it was fairly critical as it would take several months to design their capital campaign off of the MOU.  Councilor Berezniak said he would feel more comfortable if the organizations worked off a draft MOU.  The Executive Director of the Sailing Center addressed Councilor Berezniak stating that donors are less likely to donate money without a signed MOU. 

The motion passed by a vote of 12 in favor, with Councilor Shannon abstaining and Council Berezniak voting against.
