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AUTHORIZATION TO ENTER INTO PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT 
WITH CHITTENDEN SOLID WASTE DISTRICT RE BIOSOLIDS 

(SLUDGE) DISPOSAL

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, since 1998 the Chittenden Solid Waste District (CSWD) has overseen the two main contracts for the handling of the biosolids (sludge) from most of the County’s wastewater treatment plants (WWTPs), including the transportation and processing of these biosolids from Burlington’s wastewater treatment plants; and  
WHEREAS, the company that CSWD contracted with to process (compost) these biosolids discontinued this service, thereby necessitating an alternative disposal of these biosolids in the Coventry, Vermont landfill; and 

WHEREAS, there is a current need to dispose of these wastes while a future beneficial reuse such as composting is examined; and

WHEREAS, the Wastewater Division of the Department of Public Works has investigated the alternatives available to the City and has determined that continuing the relationship with CSWD is in the best interest of the City and the CSWD’S 5 year agreement with Casella Waste Management and the City’s participation agreement with CSWD for the disposal of this waste represents the City’s best and only option for the next five year period; and 

WHEREAS, the Wastewater Division is has been and is currently working with CSWD on a longer term alternative for beneficial reuse in the future; and 
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WHEREAS, this matter and the 5 year agreement was reviewed by the Board of Finance on September 22, 2008 and the Board recommended that the City enter into this agreement;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that Steve Goodkind, Public Works Director, be and hereby is authorized to execute a participation contract with CSWD in conjunction with a contract by CSWD to dispose of biosolids, said contracts substantially in the form of the contracts recommended by the Board of Finance (attached) and on file in the City Clerk’s Office, subject to the prior approval of the contract by the City Attorney.
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
