BUS SHELTER ON A PORTION OF THE PUBLIC

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, the Chittenden County Transportation Authority (hereinafter CCTA) wishes to remove the existing bus shelter and pad which is located in a portion of the City’s right-of-way in an area on the east side of Shelburne Road, approximately 52 feet south of Farrell Street, north of the entrance to Mall I-189, and replace it with a larger bus shelter and pad; and
WHEREAS, CCTA wishes to continue maintaining bus shelters at the following locations:
1. 15 Industrial Pkwy., southbound side, in front of CCTA headquarters.

2. Colchester Ave., westbound side, approx. 170' east of Prospect St.
3. 235 College St., eastbound side in front of Fletcher Free Library,  approx. 180' east of So.Winooski 

4. Elmwood Ave. northbound side approx. 33' south of North St.

5. North Ave., southbound side, approx. 52' south of Berry St.

6. North Ave., southbound side, approx. 24' north of Canfield St.

7. North Ave., southbound side, approx. 22' northwest of Starr Farm Rd.

8. Pearl St., eastbound side, approx. 190' west of So. Prospect Ave.

9. Riverside Ave., eastbound side, approx. 22' east of Hillside Terrace @ "River Watch" condos

10. 570 Shelburne Rd., northbound side, across from Home Avenue( approx. 52' south of Farrell St.)

11. 370 Shelburne Rd. northbound side, across from Flynn  Ave. (approx. 85' north of Proctor Ave.)

12. 294 No. Winooski Ave., northeast bound side Approx. 112' southwest of Archibald St. 

13. 1540 North Ave. northbound side, approx. 125' northwest of Fairmont Pl.

14. 41-43 So. Prospect St., southbound side, approx. 475' south of Pearl St. 
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15. 372 Maple Street, westbound side, approx. 195' east of S. Willard St.,  

16. 371 Maple Street, eastbound side, approx. 200' east of S. Willard St. (Champlain College) 

17. 230 St Paul St., northbound side, approx. 360' south of Maple St.

18. North Ave., northbound side, approx. 200' southeast of entrance to "City Bluffs" condos

19. Pine St., northbound side, approx. 32' south of Locust St.; and
WHEREAS, the CITY approves and supports the construction and maintenance of such bus shelters to promote the use of public transportation; and
WHEREAS, the placement of these bus shelters has been reviewed and approved by the Department of Public Works; and

WHEREAS, the Charter of the City of Burlington, Sec. 48XLIX requires authorization by the City Council for the placement of an encumbrance on City property;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes CCTA to remove the existing shelter and pad which is located in a portion of the City’s right-of-way in an area on the east side of Shelburne Road, approximately 52 feet south of Farrell Street, north of the entrance to Mall I-189, per the terms and conditions of the License Agreement attached hereto; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council authorizes CCTA to continue maintaining the bus shelters described above in subsections 1-19, per the terms and conditions of the License Agreement attached hereto; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Honorable Mayor Bob Kiss be and hereby is authorized to execute the attached License Agreement on behalf of the City of Burlington in substantially the form attached hereto..
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
