WHEREAS, J.A. MORRISSEY, INC. is a company with principal place of business in Williston, Vermont  doing business in the City of Burlington, Vermont; and


WHEREAS, J.A. MORRISSEY desires to construct and erect a fence related to a construction project in the right-of-way directly in front of  265 College St.; and

WHEREAS, J.A. MORRISSEY wishes to enter into a License Agreement with the City to encumber the City’s right-of-way; and


WHEREAS, the placement of the fence has been reviewed and approved by the Department of Public Works with conditions to address public safety concerns; and


WHEREAS, the Charter of the City of Burlington, Sec. 48XLIX and the Code of Ordinances Sec. 27-32 require authorization by the City Council for such use of a public thoroughfare for periods in excess of thirty (30) days;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that this City Council hereby authorizes J.A. MORRISSEY to erect a fence down the center of the 6’ sidewalk at the College St. Congregational Church in the public right-of-way directly in front of 265 College St. as indicated in the attached License Agreement; and
