COLLEGE STREET ACCESS PROJECT PHASE II 

CONTRACT FOR CONSTRUCTION

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity – a Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) Act was signed August 10, 2005.  Administered by the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA), it provides transportation funding to communities all across the country for Federal surface transportation programs for highways, highway safety, and transit; and

WHEREAS, the City of Burlington is responsible for developing and maintaining all public infrastructure necessary for the continued success and development of its downtown, including the waterfront; and

WHEREAS, the City of Burlington accepted the $3.5 million of SAFETEA-LU funds specific to waterfront transportation improvement projects by resolution on July 10, 2006; and
WHEREAS, the Waterfront College Street Access Project was developed with local and Federal SAFETEA-LU funds; and 


WHEREAS, the Waterfront College Street Access Project  Phase II, will include reconstruction of the Pease parking lot to accommodate tour bus and school bus drop off and pick up, reconstruction of the circle at the bottom of College Street to accommodate public transit, the reconstruction of College Street from Battery Street to the boathouse (including the undergrounding of utilities) to improve pedestrian and vehicle flow, re-grading of the parking 
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area to the rear of the Leahy Center, new parking technology and public rest rooms and information area adjacent to the Pease lot; and
WHEREAS, Burlington’s Marketplace, Downtown and Waterfront will be economically strengthened through continued public improvements and private investments; and
WHEREAS, the infrastructure improvements provided on the Waterfront will ensure safer pedestrian and vehicular access; and
WHEREAS, the amenities of the Marketplace will be extended to other parts of the downtown and the waterfront; and
WHEREAS, consideration will be given to improvements that can be well maintained and managed; and
WHEREAS, the infrastructure improvements will use environmental best practices and strive for sustainability; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Finance at its meeting on February 9, 2009, approved execution of the contract with __________________________ and recommends approval by the City Council;   

WHEREAS, the local share of this project will be 20% or $______, the remainder of the project will be funded through the SAFETEA-LU appropriation and Federal Transit Funds.
