WHEREAS, the Burlington School Department has stated that conducting a runoff election in the previously designated Ward 7 polling place, Lyman C. Hunt Middle School, will interfere with the operation of the school; and 


WHEREAS, state statute, 17 V.S.A. § 2501, requires the Board of Civil Authority to designate polling places;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington Board of Civil Authority hereby designates the Robert Miller Community and Recreation Center (formerly known as the Gosse Court Armory)at 130 Gosse Court as the WARD SEVEN polling place for purposes of the March 24, 2009 runoff election to be held between the hours of 7:00 a.m. and 7:00 p.m. on that date as noted on the attached warning of said runoff election.
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
