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AUTHORIZATION TO ENTER INTO LEASE AGREEMENT 

WITH THE VISITING NURSE ASSOCIATION

FOR THE ARCHIBALD NEIGHBORHOOD GARDEN

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, Archibald Neighborhood Garden, located at 28 Archibald, just completed its second successful season; and

WHEREAS, this garden was created by and is managed by Grow Team One, a group of community minded gardeners who have come together to share skills and resources with their neighbors and to foster and inspire a culture of gardening in the Old North End; and


WHEREAS, there are 19 raised beds and 30 residents that gardened at the site in 2008; 

and


WHEREAS, the land for the garden is owned by the Visiting Nurse Association (VNA) and last year the Department of Parks and Recreation agreed to sign a 9- month lease with the VNA and provided insurance for the Archibald Neighborhood Garden and a strong relationship has been built between Parks and Recreation and Grow Team One; and


WHEREAS, Parks and Recreation is now prepared to enter into a 3 year operating agreement with Grow Team One, who will oversee the day to day activities and be responsible for raising money for their programming, materials and maintenance to the site; and 

WHEREAS, under said agreement, the Department of Parks and Recreation will provide insurance coverage on the property and the Department’s Land Steward will provide technical 
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support to Grow Team One and shall be authorized to approve any major decisions relating to the site; and

WHEREAS, the land for the garden is owned by the VNA and the Department of Parks and Recreation wants to sign a 3 year lease with the VNA so as to assume overall responsibility for the property and proceed with its plans for the property with Grow Team One; and

WHEREAS, the Board of Finance convened on February 23, 2009 and has approved the plan and recommends that the City Council authorize the Department of Parks and Recreation to enter into a 3 year lease with the VNA for the 28 Archibald Street property at a price of $1 per year; 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby authorizes Wayne Gross, Director of the Department of Parks and Recreation to execute all necessary documents to lease the 28 Archibald Street Property from the VNA for 3 years at a price of $1 per year, subject to the prior review and approval of the City Attorney.
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
