WHEREAS, since 1990 the City of Burlington has been recognized as a “Certified Local Government” (CLG) by the National Park Service, United States Department of the Interior, for the purpose in part of receiving federal funds for historic preservation activities; and

WHEREAS, the Burlington Department of Planning and Zoning is eligible to receive federal CLG funding made available by the National Park Service, United States Department of the Interior, and competitively awarded and administered by the Vermont Division for Historic Preservation for historic preservation activities; and
         WHEREAS, since its certification Burlington has received $178,487.00 in CLG grant funding; and

WHEREAS, CLG grant funding in the amount of $10,000.00 has been made available to the Burlington Department of Planning and Zoning in the form of a grant to hire a consultant to survey and document the Pine Street Historic District and the Queen City Cotton Mill Historic District for nomination to the National Register of Historic Places; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington City Council hereby authorizes Mayor Bob Kiss to execute the required Assistance Agreement (VT-09-011) with the Vermont Division for Historic Preservation to secure CLG funding for the completion of this project subject to the prior review and approval of the City Attorney.
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
