That
WHEREAS, the Mayor, with the unanimous concurrence of the Board of Finance has considered and hereby proposes to amend the budget for Fiscal Year 2009 to appropriate certain grants and to amend the personnel and position schedule of the budget.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Budget for Fiscal Year 2009 be and 
hereby is amended by adopting Supplemental Budget Resolution #2009-10 as follows:

1. 
Planning and Zoning Department; appropriate an Historic Preservation Grant of $3,342 to fund the 2009 Vermont Preservation Conference;

2. 
Planning and Zoning Department; appropriate an Historic Preservation Grant of $10,000 to survey and document the Pine Street and Queen City Cotton Mill Historic Districts;

3. 
Fletcher Free Library; appropriate a $4,950 Vermont Council on the Arts grant, a $500 BED Grant and a Donation of $2,500 from the Friends of the Library for a total appropriation of $7,950 for updating the lighting in the Carnegie Building;

4. 
Fletcher Free Library; appropriate grants and donations of $3,000 for improvements to the carpet;

5. 
Fletcher Free Library; appropriate  grants from the Vermont Community Foundation of $1,000 for the Lintilhac Teen Space Program;

6. 
Fletcher Free Library; appropriate donations of $12,000 for the Campaign for the Future;

7. 
Fletcher Free Library; appropriate grants and donations of $25,000 for the English as a Second Language Program;

8. 
Parks and Recreation Department; appropriate a grant of $5,000 and impact fees of $1,600 for a $6,600 project to acquire and install enhanced facilities for pump out vessel sewage tanks;

9. 
Parks and Recreation Department; appropriate donation of $150,000 under the Capital Improvement Program for Improvements to the Goss Court Armory renamed the Miller Community Center including $50,000 for fit up and furnishings;

10. Fire Department; appropriate a Homeland Security Grant of $7,759 for the purchase of radios;
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11. Fire Department; appropriate a Homeland Security Grant of $1,776 for the cost of training overtime;
12. Police Department; appropriate a Community Drug Interdiction Grant of $5,000 for the cost of overtime associated with drug interdiction activities;

13. Police Department; appropriate a Homeland Security Grant of $4,223 for the purchase of bullet proof vests;

14. Police Department; appropriate a Homeland Security Grant of $100,000 for the purchase of portable battery chargers and radios;

15. Police Department; appropriate a Homeland Security Grant of $11,156 for the purchase of portable radios. 

16. Police Department; appropriate a Justice Assistance Grant of $40,000 and create a limited service position of Graffiti Removal coordinator in Community and Economic Development Office to be funded through the this grant; 

17. Police Department; amend the schedule of positions to convert the position of Sergeant for the CUSI program and another Sergeant position to the rank of Lieutenant to better support community policing and CUSI activities of the department.
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
