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REVISED WATERFRONT RESOLUTION

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, in 1999 the Burlington City Council adopted the 1998 Burlington Waterfront Revitalization Plan after receiving approval from the voters; and 

WHEREAS, consistent with the 1998 Waterfront Revitalization Plan, CEDO continues its work on the Moran project, the lower College Street project, Waterfront Access North, reconstituting a Waterfront TIF district to provide a means to finance public infrastructure as an incentive to private development, and working with the private owners of developable parcels on the waterfront as opportunities arise; and 

WHEREAS, the 40-acre Urban Reserve was created in 1992 upon the City of Burlington's purchase of Waterfront property from Central Vermont Railway, with a purpose stated in the Burlington Waterfront Revitalization Plan as being "[t]o reserve the right for future generations to determine what level of development should occur at this site;" and

WHEREAS, the 1997 Interim Stewardship Plan for the Urban Reserve, which was envisioned to guide management of the Urban Reserve for 10-15 years, remains in effect; and

WHEREAS, staff recommends that CEDO take the lead, with the active participation of Planning & Zoning, in creating a 2009 Progress Report to the 1998 Waterfront Revitalization Plan; and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission would use this progress report to continue its work - currently on hiatus - to update the sections of the Municipal Development Plan that reference the downtown waterfront with the active participation of CEDO; and 

WHEREAS, the progress report would also help to inform the City Council as to what course of action is appropriate for planning for the downtown waterfront area; and

WHEREAS, the Council understands that the development of a progress report would divert staff and resources from other functions as well as require a budget appropriation; 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council requests that CEDO in conjunction with the Department of Planning and Zoning develop a proposed Work Plan for the creation of a 2009 Progress Report to the 1998 Waterfront Revitalization Plan, which includes, but is not limited to the Urban Reserve.  The Work Plan will encompass: 1) a realistic timeline for completion; 2) all anticipated budgetary needs; and 3) an effective process to disseminate the report to the public; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the proposed Work Plan is requested to be presented to the City Council at its meeting on May 11, 2009; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that CEDO is requested to arrange a walking tour of the Waterfront including the Urban Reserve for the benefit of this Council at some time prior to the May 11, 2009 Council meeting.
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
