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DOWNTOWN BUILDING USE AND HEIGHT

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, the City Council has warned a public hearing for March 30, 2009 and will then consider adoption of proposed zoning amendment ZA-09-15 Downtown Use and Height, that will modify requirements that restrict the location of residential use in the Downtown and Neighborhood Mixed Use districts and modify maximum building height and use requirements that restrict the percentage of residential use in the Downtown District; and 

WHEREAS, a week prior to the formal public hearing, on March 23, 2009, the City Council heard additional public comments at a Special City Council meeting specifically convened as a public forum on downtown height; and

WHEREAS, the City Council agrees that after adoption of proposed zoning amendment ZA-09-15 Downtown Use and Height, there will remain several policy issues related to downtown building use and height;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the City Council hereby requests that the Planning Commission provide advice and make recommendations to the City Council on proposed zoning amendments, if the Commission believes such an approach is advisable, to address the following issues:

1. Identification of appropriate locations for the tallest buildings in the Downtown District,

2. Limit the types of uses that will be eligible for the maximum building height requirements and
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3. Consider whether lots currently meeting the 10,000 square foot requirement for eligibility for the maximum building height requirements should be “locked-in” as of a date certain so that subsequent merger of lots will not make those newly combined lots eligible for the new maximum building height requirements; and
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council requests a response from the Planning commission by the City Council’s first meeting in July, 2009.
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
