STORMWATER MITIGATION GRANTS

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
 WHEREAS, there is a Vermont Agency of Transportation (VTAOT) Stormwater Mitigation Grant Program that the City applied for and has been deemed eligible to receive two grants based on a stormwater pollution problem and an environmental impact or threat; and 


WHEREAS, the Department of Public Works has two contract agreements, #SW0051 Purchase of High Efficiency Vacuum Truck and #SW0052 Utility Set Up from the VTAOT both requiring execution by the City of Burlington; and


WHEREAS, contract #SW0051 is equal to a $150,000 grant with an estimated $37,500 match from the City’s stormwater fund for the purchase of a high efficiency vacuum truck and contract #SW0052 is equal to an $80,000 grant with a $20,000 local match from the City’s stormwater fund for hiring a consultant to assist in the start up of the stormwater program; and 


WHEREAS, the Board of Finance at its meeting on May 4, 2009 received and approved the agreements for this grant program;
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington City Council authorizes the Department of Public Works Director Steve Goodkind to execute both agreements, subject to the prior review and approval of the City Attorney, and manage both agreements to completion.  
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
