THEREIN SET FORTH FOR THE FISCAL YEAR

Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
taxes on the Property Grand List of the City made up in 2009 be, and the same hereby are levied and assessed for the Fiscal Year beginning July 1, 2009 and ending June 30, 2010 as follows:

FIRST:  that a tax of zero and fifty-four one-hundredths cents ($.0054) on the dollar of said property Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed to pay the County tax against the City for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;

SECOND:  that a tax of three and thirty-seven one-hundredths cents ($.0337) on the dollar of said property Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed to pay for transportation (C.C.T.A.) for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2010;

THIRD:  that a tax of twenty-three and twenty-nine one-hundredths cents ($.2329) on the dollar of said property Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed for City purposes to meet the accrued and accruing liabilities of the City for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2010;

FOURTH:  that a tax of six and seventeen one-hundredths cents ($.0617), $0.0026 of which is dedicated to tree and green belt improvements, on the dollar of said property Grand 

List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed to pay for keeping the streets of the City in repair during the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;
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FIFTH:  that a tax of three and twelve one-hundredths cents ($.0312) on the dollar of said property Grand List be, and the same hereby, is levied and assessed to pay for keeping the highways of the City in repair during the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;

SIXTH:  that a tax of five and sixty-nine one-hundredths cents ($.0569) on the dollar of said property Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed for payments of bonds due for general City purposes for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;

SEVENTH: that a tax of three and fifty one-hundredths cents ($.0350) on the dollar of said property Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed for the care and improvement of park property and expenses of the Board of Park Commissioners for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;

EIGHTH:  that a tax of eight and seven one-hundredths cents ($.0807) on the dollar of said Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed to meet the facility and other needs of the City Police Department and the City Fire Department for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;


NINTH:  that a tax of fifteen and eighty-seven one-hundredths cents ($.1587) on the dollar of said property Grand list be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed to provide the funds required for the appropriations to be paid to the Burlington Employees' Retirement system for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010 under the provision of the Ordinance relating thereto;

TENTH:  that a tax of fifty-four hundredths of one cent ($.0054) on the dollar of said Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed to provide funding for the Housing Trust Fund for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;
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ELEVENTH:  that a tax of one-half of one cent ($.0050) on the dollar of said Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed for the purchase of books and other media and other book acquisition related expenses for the library for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;

TWELFTH:  that a tax of fifty-four hundredths of one cent  ($0.0054) on the dollar of said Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed to provide funding for open space Land Conservation for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2010;

THIRTEENTH:  that a tax of nine cents ($0.09) on the dollar of non-residential properties located in the downtown improvement district of said Grand List be, and the same hereby is, levied and assessed for the purposes of a downtown parking program for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;
AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Clerk Treasurer is directed to include in the preparation of tax bills the annual tax assessment for the Burlington School Department as directed by the Board of School Commissioners in accordance with the City Charter and State law;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the payment-in-lieu of taxes revenue for the Burlington School Department shall be $1,469,242 for the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010;

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Chief Administrative Officer be and hereby is directed to make out tax rate bills of all the foregoing taxes as soon as can be completed for the collection properly certified according to law.
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
