            WHEREAS, the Burlington Food Council was created by the Burlington Legacy Project out of community interest to support a healthy, equitable, and sustainable food system for all members of the community, and is composed of various stakeholders, including non-profits, businesses, residents, academics, and the City of Burlington; and

            WHEREAS, the efforts of the Food Council resulted in the development of the Burlington School Food Project, which now serves as a national farm-to-school model; and


WHEREAS, the success of the Burlington School Food Project can be attributed to the Food Council’s collaborative efforts, including the involvement of City staff; and 


WHEREAS, future success depends on ongoing City staff support and involvement; 
                NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Burlington City Council recognizes the Burlington Food Council for its valuable work and the role it plays in improving food access and security; and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council will appoint a point person  to the Food Council, as a means to stay abreast of Food Council activities as they relate to the health, well-being, and quality of life of Burlington’s residents; and

        BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Burlington Food Council will provide recommendations to the City Council based on identified community needs from research and other initiatives, in order to sustain and improve the quality of the life for Burlington residents and their local food system.  
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
