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APPROPRIATION OF THE GENERAL FUND 

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT BUDGET

FOR FISCAL YEAR 2010 

In the year Two Thousand Nine………………………………………………………………..
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, Section 157 of the City Charter requires that the Mayor provide to the City Council an estimate of the necessary appropriations to cover the expenses of each department and branch of the City government for the next fiscal year; and


WHEREAS, the Office of City Engineers of the Department of Public Works and the Chief Administrative Officer, in conjunction with the staff of City General Fund Departments, has reviewed, analyzed and prioritized the Capital Improvement needs of  the General Fund Departments of the City; and


WHEREAS, the Mayor, with the advice and concurrence of the Board of Finance, has prepared and submitted to the City Council a recommended budget for revenues and expenditures for Capital Improvements for the General Fund; and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council of the City of Burlington, that said estimates of the revenues and expenditures shown, the schedules and accompanying narrative and tables of the Mayor's Recommended Budget for General Fund Capital Improvements, as attached hereto, are hereby adopted as the General Fund Capital Improvements Budget and Five Year Plan appropriation and budget of the City of Burlington for the Fiscal Year beginning July 1, 2009 (Fiscal Year 2010) amounting to One Million One Hundred Fifty Thousand Dollars ($1,150,000); and
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BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the funds for capital improvements and capital projects shall be considered as appropriated to contingency accounts with expenditures from there being authorized only upon the transfer of all or a portion of such funds to comparable expenditure accounts by the Board of Finance or by this City Council; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the unexpended balances from the appropriations for Fiscal Years 2008 and 2009 as set forth in the above referenced Mayor's Recommended Budget for General Fund Capital Improvements shall be carried over to the Fiscal Year 2010 Budget upon completion of the outside Audit.
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
