TEMPORARY LOANS IN ANTICIPATION OF TAXES
FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2009
In the year Two Thousand Nine………………………………………………………………..
Resolved by the City Council of the City of Burlington, as follows:

That
WHEREAS, Section 62 of the Burlington City Charter, Acts of 1949 No. 298 as amended, authorizes this Council to pledge the credit of the City by temporary loans not exceeding, during any quarter of any fiscal year, twenty-five (25%) percent of the annual tax assessment, such loans to be repaid by the Chief Administrative Officer from and out of the receipts from the collection of the installment of property taxes or other taxes next falling due after the making of the loans;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Chief Administrative Officer be and hereby is authorized to pledge the credit of the City by temporary loans during the Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010 in an amount not to exceed $18,500,000, such loans to be negotiated by the Chief Administrative Officer at the lowest possible rate of interest, and such loans to be repayable from the collection of the installment of property taxes or other taxes next falling due after the making of such loans.
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
